Instant messages, such as WhatsApp, Snapchat, and SMS, enable the multimodal communication of
information between close others of different ages. How do people choose their modes of expression (text,
emojis, voice messages, photos, memes) when communicating with those of a different age? How do they
make meaning, accommodate to one another, and (mis)understand each other? The presentation draws on
research data consisting of authentic instant messages and interviews collected within two projects: What’s
in the app? Digitally-mediated communication within contemporary multilingual families across time and
space (WhatsInApp, 2018-2022) and Generation X, Y and Z and digital language practices (XY Zdigi,
2025-2028).
